The colour is a striking rose petal pink with violet 
hues. The aroma displays the best of Grenache ς

VINTAGE INFORMATION  
Heat wave conditions again caused heart  
palpitations amongst Winemakers and  
Viticulturalists alike, leading up to the 2009 harvest. 
Luckily as quickly as the heat came, it died down to 
a more manageable level and most vines made a 
full recovery to ripen in a slow and steady manner.
